With its rock crystal of 295 carats, this pendant is one of the superlatives at the Inhorgenta fair of 2005. The clarity and reflecting power of this breathtaking stone is even enhanced by its light-brown hue as well as by the four cognac-colored brilliant-cut diamonds that embellish its edges. With this new creation, Zimmermann has achieved a splendid combination of monumentality and lightness: imposing in its shape yet delicate and light in its color nuances.

A richly facetted, fascinating piece of jewelry in a transparent fawn-brown is Erich Zimmermann's heart-shaped ring: An expressive, heart-shaped tourmaline, surrounded by four brilliant-cut diamonds, complements a sleek platinum ring band to form a spectacular jewel, both in terms of its emotional aura and its design which highlights the natural preciousness of the gemstone.

Zimmermann's "Bowl" earrings highlight the radiance of first-class, knowledgeably selected gemstones to the maximum. A single amethyst cabochon set in a golden semi-sphere is no doubt the superlative of purist gemstone design. If a designer restrains himself that much and still wants to obtain the desired effect, it is indispensable that he treat the gemstone, its texture, form and color with utmost sensitivity – an ability which has become second nature for Erich Zimmermann who has felt a strong passion for gemstones for decades now.
